Shared sound and love song catalyse musical gatherings called  ‘Singing Fields’ where everyone can listen, let go, relax, reflect, open and access a wisdom deeper and older than the polarity of all conflict. Chloe and her NV core team provide individual sessions, vocal seminars, trainings, and in-depth retreats inspiring sound human values, and caring relationships at an individual, local and global level. Chloe is now evolving new ways to give voice to the personal and cultural values that we live, love, and make our decisions by. "Sound Values" is the fruit of 30 years research into the transforming power of spoken and sung voice and sound.
