Cash grant for Middle East film festival
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SCOTTISH Screen has made a £6000 award to secure the inaugural Middle Eastern Film Festival in Edinburgh.


The money was given to the Capital's International Centre for Spirituality and Peace, allowing the event to take place in February at the Filmhouse.

It will form part of the Edinburgh International Festival of Middle Eastern Spirituality and Peace and Edinburgh Iranian Festival. 

The festival's aim is to address the under-representation of Middle Eastern cinema – in particular Iranian cinema – in Scotland. 

Audiences will be given a comprehensive snapshot of the three generations of films and filmmakers who have shaped Iranian cinema, with a range of filmmaking styles and genres showcased.

Other projects to have received Scottish Screen funding include Man For A Day, a feature-length documentary which was given £26,969.
